1 Astudent admitted to S.T. College of Education must maintain an ethos of commitment
to the professional programme in which he/she is enrolled.

2 (i) According to the Maulana Mazharul Haque Arabic & Persian University & Bihar
School Examination Board, Patna regulations the trainees must attend 80% of all
theory classes . Hence S.T. College of Education expects them to attend all classes.
The trainees must attend all demonstration and criticism classes during the course
and Scheduled Practice Teaching classes during October-November Practice
Teaching period. The trainee is expected to teach in any school assigned by the
college authority.

(i) A trainee must also attend all college functions and activities such as cultural
functions, seminars, symposia, debates, quizzes, essay competitions, sports,
picnic, community services, exposure programmes, retreat etc.

(iii) Prior permission is required from the Principal for any absence either from theory
or practical classes or community life activities.
